


A control experiment is an experiment that has exactly the same parameters of the experimental group sans 
the variable being tested. For cell culture experiments, the control group should have exactly the same 
composition sans the SARS-COV-2 viruses. Experiments that do not have a valid control as defined are 
disqualified from my request.

Therefore, the request is refused under s 18(e), as the document alleged to contain the information does not 
exist.
